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The dissertation is devoted to the theoretical substantiation, design, and
experimental verification of the organizational and pedagogical conditions for
partnership interaction between general secondary education institutions and local
self-government bodies in the field of child rights protection, considered as a
systemic inter-institutional phenomenon of the territorial community.

The relevance of the study is oOycnoiena social transformations in
Ukrainian society, including decentralization, the growing role of territorial
communities, the reform of education, and the challenges of wartime. Under these
conditions, child rights protection emerges as an integrated humanitarian issue that

combines legal, socio-pedagogical, and managerial dimensions and requires



effective interagency interaction at the local level. The mismatch between formally
established mechanisms and their practical implementation manifests itself in
fragmented actions, duplication of functions, and insufficient coordination, which
necessitates the development of a holistic system of partnership interaction focused
on the best interests of the child and the creation of a safe educational environment.

The aim of the study is to provide a theoretical substantiation, design, and
experimental verification of the organizational and pedagogical conditions for
effective partnership interaction between general secondary education institutions
and local self-government bodies in the field of child rights protection. The object
of the study is the process of inter-institutional interaction among actors within the
educational and social space of the community, while the subject is the content,
structure, and implementation technology of these conditions within the framework
of partnership pedagogy and a child-centred approach.

The methodology of the study is based on an interdisciplinary approach that
integrates the principles of partnership pedagogy, social pedagogy, social
management theory, and child rights protection. The research employs a kommiekc
theoretical methods (analysis, synthesis, generalization, modelling) and empirical
methods (questionnaires, interviews, observation, content analysis), as well as
methods of mathematical and statistical data processing, ensuring the scientific
validity and reliability of the results.

Chapter One provides a theoretical and methodological substantiation of
partnership interaction between general secondary education institutions and local
self-government bodies in the field of child rights protection. It includes a
conceptual and categorical analysis, outlines interdisciplinary approaches, and
identifies the legal and regulatory determinants of institutional interaction at the
level of the territorial community. The study substantiates the importance of a
conceptually coherent terminological framework as a methodological foundation,
ensuring scientific rigour and the operationalization of key categories. The

theoretical foundations are built upon the principles of pedagogical analysis and



conceptual clarity, partnership pedagogy and the child-centred approach, theories
of social partnership and intersectoral interaction, as well as contemporary
approaches to child rights protection and inter-institutional coordination.

The concept of “interaction” is refined as a mutually conditioned influence
of actors that ensures their integration and the achievement of a shared outcome.
On this basis, partnership interaction is defined as coordinated activity within the
“school-local authorities—community” system aimed at ensuring the rights and
best interests of the child. Social partnership is interpreted as a form of social
dialogue, shared responsibility, and community resource mobilization, while its
socio-pedagogical dimension is specified through the interaction of the school with
the family and the broader social environment. Partnership interaction is thus
conceptualized as a systemic inter-institutional phenomenon with a humanitarian
focus on child rights protection.

Child rights protection is considered as an integral function of the territorial
community that requires the integration of legal, socio-pedagogical, moral-value,
and managerial approaches. It is demonstrated that its effectiveness depends on
coordinated interaction among state, municipal, civil, and international actors, as
well as on the capacity of educational institutions to perform the function of early
risk detection. The concept of a “child protection contour” is proposed as a multi-
level system of inter-institutional interaction that ensures continuity of support and
overcomes fragmented responses, particularly under wartime conditions.

A legal and regulatory determination of partnership interaction has been
carried out, and its imperative nature within the contemporary legal framework of
Ukraine has been substantiated. The analysis of legislation made it possible to
identify the functional roles of stakeholders, the procedures of interagency
interaction, and the mechanisms for implementing the principle of the best interests
of the child. The transition from a hierarchical to a network-based model of

governance in the child protection system is justified, in which the educational



institution acts as an early risk detection sensor, while local self-government
bodies serve as a coordination centre for resource provision.

Chapter Two substantiates and constructs a structural and functional model
of partnership interaction between general secondary education institutions and
local self-government bodies in the field of child rights protection, defines a
system of organizational and pedagogical conditions for its effective functioning,
and outlines the mechanisms for the practical implementation of inter-institutional
interaction at the community level. Pedagogical modelling is identified as the
methodological foundation, ensuring the reproduction of the structure and
functions of partnership and enabling the transition from conceptual understanding
to technologized practice. The model is interpreted as a dynamic system that
reflects the structure, functions, development logic, and outcomes of partnership,
and is grounded in a child-centred paradigm in which the child is the key subject,
while partnership is understood as a shared value-based position of the school,
authorities, and community, based on trust and collective responsibility.

The model structure comprises interrelated blocks — target, foundational,
content-related, organizational, and result-oriented — which ensure the integrity of
the managerial-coordinative, socio-pedagogical, and safety dimensions of
interaction. Six groups of organizational and pedagogical conditions are identified
and substantiated: legal and regulatory, kaapoBo-ympaBiiHChbKa, communication
and information, socio-psychological, resource-related, and monitoring and
evaluation. It is demonstrated that their integrated implementation shifts
partnership from a declarative level to a technologized mode of interaction,
ensuring coordinated actions, procedural clarity of responses, and a focus on the
best interests of the child.

The mechanisms for implementing the model are defined as an operational
toolkit for introducing partnership, encompassing normative-procedural,
managerial-coordinative, communicative-facilitative, socio-pedagogical support,

and monitoring-corrective components.



Chapter Three presents an empirical verification of the effectiveness of the
developed model and establishes causal relationships between the organizational
and pedagogical conditions, the activated partnership mechanisms, and qualitative
changes in the provision of child rights within territorial communities. The
experiment had a systemic inter-institutional character and involved the
implementation of a comprehensive partnership-based child support system in real
community settings. The model was verified through three stages: ascertaining
(baseline diagnosis), formative (implementation with activation of interaction
mechanisms), and summative-evaluative (comparative analysis and statistical
validation).

The experimental base covered territorial communities of Chernivtsi region
of different types, ensuring contextual variability of the verification. The study
involved 137 specialists from managerial, pedagogical, socio-psychological, and
interagency fields, as well as more than 280 students and parents, which enabled
methodological triangulation of data. The research instruments combined
qualitative and quantitative methods, including author-developed tools — the
“Procedural Mediation” questionnaire, expert coordination sheets, “Territory of
Rights” maps, and the Partnership Safety Index (PSI) — which ensured the
operationalization of the model into measurable indicators.

The formative intervention lasted throughout a full academic cycle (2024—
2025) and encompassed professional-training, managerial-regulatory, and client-
oriented levels. The implementation confirmed the model’s adaptability to socio-
territorial conditions and demonstrated the possibility of transforming partnership
from a reactive response model into a proactive system of preventive child
protection.

Evaluation was conducted according to six criteria (institutional, safety,
participatory, socio-pedagogical, communicative, and outcome-dynamic) and
revealed positive dynamics in key indicators: an increase in the availability of

interaction protocols (15% — 100%), a rise in the Partnership Safety Index (0.42



— 0.86), improved student awareness of child rights protection (32% — 88%), a
reduction in response time to 24 hours, increased parental trust (0.34 — 0.78), and
a higher case closure rate (0.41 — 0.92). The statistical significance of the changes
was confirmed using Pearson’s chi-square test (y*> = 15.24 > y*crit = 5.99; p <
0.001), indicating the non-random nature of the observed improvements.

Qualitative analysis revealed a shift from fragmented actions to coordinated
intersectoral support, an increase in teachers’ professional agency and inter-
institutional trust, and a strengthening of the child-centred orientation of local
policy.

The scientific novelty of the results lies in the fact that, for the first time, a
structural and functional model of partnership interaction between general
secondary education institutions and local self-government bodies in the field of
child rights protection has been theoretically substantiated, developed, and
experimentally verified. The model reflects the systemic inter-institutional
coordination of actors within the educational and social space of the community,
integrates communicative, organizational-managerial, and value-normative
dimensions of interaction, and ensures continuity in responding to risks and
violations of children’s rights. Within the model, a system of organizational and
pedagogical conditions has been defined, coordination mechanisms substantiated,
criteria, indicators, and levels of effectiveness developed, a diagnostic and
evaluative toolkit created, and an integrated approach to assessing the partnership
safety of educational institutions proposed.

The study further refines the content and structural interpretation of the
concept of “partnership interaction in the field of child rights protection” through
the integration of pedagogical, socio-managerial, and rights-based approaches, as
well as the methodological foundations for the experimental verification of socio-
pedagogical models based on a combination of qualitative and quantitative

methods and statistical validation.



Further development is given to the principles of partnership pedagogy
under conditions of decentralization and wartime challenges, as well as to practice-
oriented approaches to integrating community resources within the child protection
system.

The practical significance of the results lies in their direct applicability in the
activities of territorial communities, general secondary education institutions, local
self-government bodies, and social services, as well as in systems of professional
training and in-service education of specialists. The model has been tested in real-
life conditions, providing grounds for its implementation and scaling. The
proposed solutions facilitate interagency coordination, the algorithmization of
responses to child rights risks, the improvement of safe educational environment
practices, and the implementation of partnership-based child support. Particular
practical value is attributed to the author-developed diagnostic and evaluative tools
and integrated indicators of partnership effectiveness, which are suitable for
monitoring the effectiveness of local child protection policies.
