The dissertation examines political threats and ideological challenges in
the current activities and development of the European Union. The topic is
relevant because over the last decade, the EU has been going through a difficult
phase of political and ideological transformation, fueled by large-scale internal
and external problems, such as: the economic crisis of the 2010s, mass migration
flows in 2015-2016, the COVID-19 pandemic, the UK's withdrawal from the EU,
the full-scale invasion of Ukraine by the Russian Federation in 2022, etc. A
distinctive feature of the work is that the author considers the EU not simply as a
geographical space, but as a community of unique and fundamentally different
states, each of which has its own cultural, historical, socio-economic, religious,
linguistic, and ethnic characteristics that influence the political, ideological,
economic, and security processes of member states, the continent, and the world
as a whole.

The political reality of Europe and the profound changes that have taken
place have called into question the stability of democratic models, the
effectiveness of supranational governance, and the unity of the value space.
Therefore, the author focused not only on the institutional response of the EU,
but also on the ideological dynamics in member states, which increasingly
reinforce the growth of right-wing populist sentiments and nationalist rhetoric,
blurring the boundaries between democracy and authoritarianism. Narratives of
national identity, ethnocultural exceptionalism, anti-migration mobilization, and
revision of historical memory are becoming instruments for legitimizing political

parties which, although operating within democratic institutions, are increasingly



proposing ideological solutions that contradict the basic principles of the
European Union.

At the same time, the relevance of this work is reinforced not only by the
political significance of the above-mentioned processes, but also by the need for
academic understanding of the ideological phenomena that are currently
transforming the political landscape of the EU: “moderate Nazism” as an electoral
practice, the evolution of the party spectrum under pressure from migration,
security, and socio-economic challenges, and the change in the discourse of
political legitimacy in the context of post-Brexit reformatting.

This has highlighted the need for a comprehensive political and
ideological analysis of current changes, the systematization of concepts, and the
creation of an analytical model that allows us to identify the relationship between
political threats, ideological polarization, and processes of internal fragmentation
within the EU.

The object of the dissertation research is the current political
development of the European Union, political transformations in member states
in the context of multi-level crises and external problems, and the subject is
political threats and ideological challenges in the current development of the

European Union.

The purpose of the study is to identify and analyze the main ideological
transformations in the European Union caused by political threats and crises,
assess their impact on the future political development of this international
community, and formulate proposals for countering these threats. To achieve this
goal, the following tasks were formulated and solved: the theoretical and
methodological foundations of the study were determined; an analysis of the
sociocultural factors that shape the current political atmosphere in the EU was
carried out to assess their relevance to current challenges and threats; factors of

change in the ideological climate in the EU were studied: migration processes,



pandemic restrictions, and the consequences of the war in Ukraine; the political
evolution of nationalist and populist parties in EU countries was tracked; the
processes of reformatting the EU after Brexit and their impact on the distribution
of political influence were systematized; the main trends of ideological
fragmentation were summarized and potential scenarios for the further
development of the European Union were assessed.

Structurally, the dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters
divided into nine sections, conclusions, a list of sources used, and appendices.
This structure corresponds to the logic of scientific research: from theoretical and
methodological foundations through the analysis of political processes and
practices to the identification of informational and ideological threats that
determine the current development of the European Union.

The first chapter reveals the theoretical and methodological foundations
for researching political threats and ideological transformations in the European
Union. The author relies on a systematic approach that allows the EU to be
viewed as a political system with a multi-level institutional architecture and
interaction between member states, supranational structures, and civil society.
Neo-institutionalism is used to study the role of both formal and informal
institutions-from EU law to political culture and traditions that influence the
dynamics of European integration.

The constructivist approach made it possible to explore the mechanisms
of constructing European identity and, at the same time, to identify the processes
of its erosion under the influence of nationalism, populism, and external
ideological challenges. The value-based approach made it possible to focus on
the role of democracy, the rule of law, solidarity, and human rights as the EU's
basic guidelines, which are under pressure in the current crisis conditions.

The methodological basis is reinforced by the use of general scientific
methods: analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction, historical and

comparative analysis, political and legal analysis, and expert assessment. An



important part of the work is content analysis (quantitative and qualitative), which
is applied to political programs, party manifestos, statements by state leaders, and
European Parliament resolutions. The empirical part of the study is based on
Eurobarometer data, Frontex and UNHCR reports, and materials from leading
European think tanks (Carnegie Europe, CEPS, ECFR, Sciences Po). This made
it possible to combine theoretical concepts with specific indicators of trust in
institutions, attitudes toward migration, the war in Ukraine, climate policy, and
democratic reforms. The chapter concludes with conclusions, in particular
emphasizing that political threats in the EU are not only external but also deeply
ideological in nature, and this is precisely what requires a new approach to
understanding them.

The second chapter focuses on the organizational and political features of
the functioning of democratic institutions in EU member states and at the level of
supranational structures. The analysis of electoral behavior, which in recent years
has shown a tendency toward the growth of radical, nationalist, and populist
parties, takes center stage. The example of the 2024 European Parliament
elections shows how Eurosceptic and far-right political forces, in particular the
Identity and Democracy and European Conservatives and Reformists groups,
were able to increase their presence, calling into question the stability of the pro-
European majority. This process is accompanied by a decline in trust in traditional
party families — social democrats and Christian democrats — as well as a
strengthening of regional identities, which often conflict with the supranational
logic of integration.

The impact of key crises of the last decade on political dynamics in the EU
is analyzed separately. The migration crisis of 20152023 changed the political
discourse in many countries, brought the issue of border protection to the fore,
and became a catalyst for the growth of right-wing parties. The COVID-19
pandemic in 2020-2021 led to a decline in trust in institutions and intensified

protest movements, while its long-term consequences manifested themselves in



discussions about the limits of state intervention and the balance between
freedoms and security. The war in Ukraine since 2022 has exacerbated
contradictions between member states: on the one hand, it has strengthened
solidarity in the areas of defense and energy; on the other hand, it has brought to
the fore the issue of the “overload” of the integration project, when new
commitments meet with resistance from national elites.

Considerable attention 1s focused on analyzing the phenomenon of
European referendums. The experience of Brexit, the 2017 Catalan referendum,
and discussions about plebiscites in Eastern Europe have shown that referendums
are increasingly becoming a tool for ideological polarization and delegitimization
of integration decisions. The lack of wunified standards for conducting
referendums in the EU creates room for manipulation and undermines a common
democratic culture.

The third chapter examines the informational and political threats that are
increasingly shaping the development of the EU. The central theme is
disinformation and hybrid operations used by both external and internal actors.
Russia actively uses information campaigns aimed at deepening divisions within
the EU, particularly on issues such as support for Ukraine, migration policy, and
climate reform. China, for its part, is strengthening its ideological influence
through “soft power,” particularly through investment initiatives and cultural
projects. At the same time, internal political forces-far-right, Eurosceptic, and
populist parties-are actively using social media to mobilize protest sentiments,
forming alternative information spaces that are often beyond the control of
official institutions.

Particular attention is paid to the ideological consequences of the
digitalisation of politics. The spread of social networks and messengers has led
to the fragmentation of public debate and the creation of “information bubbles”
in which radical ideas gain legitimacy. The study shows how these processes have

contributed to the formation of new political ideologies: “moderate Nazism,”



which combines traditional conservatism with radical elements, and radical
Euroscepticism, aimed at undermining the foundations of European integration.

The phenomenon of dual identity in the EU's border regions, especially in
the Balkans and Central and Eastern Europe, is also examined. External actors
actively use these identities to support separatist movements, which creates risks
for the territorial integrity and political stability of the Union. An analysis of the
activities of pro-Russian parties and lobbying structures in member states shows
that, despite formal bans, they remain influential channels of ideological pressure.

The final part of the work summarizes the findings and presents practical
recommendations based on the research. These include the need to strengthen
democratic standards for elections and referendums, create European
mechanisms to counter disinformation and hybrid operations, develop inclusive
policies towards national minorities, improve solidarity-based migration policies,
and modernize approaches to information security. The author emphasizes that
countering the latest political threats requires the integration of the efforts of
member states and supranational EU institutions, as well as closer cooperation
with partners, in particular Ukraine, which is at the forefront of countering hybrid
challenges.
