1) Do you believe that justice was truly served at the end of Death on the Nile? Why or why not?
Support your answer with reference to Poirot's final decisions and their moral implications.

2) Compare and contrast Linnet Ridgeway and Jacqueline de Bellefort. How do their personalities
drive the plot forward? Which of them do you sympathize with more and why?

3) Why is the setting - Egypt and the Nile cruise in partic’- essential to the development of the
novel's suspense and mystery? Would the story have worked in a different setting?

4) Hercule Poirot often emphasizes order, logic and psychology in solving crimes. Which of these
qualities do you think is most important in Death on the Nile and why? Support your reasoning
with general references to the events in the novel.

5) Imagine you are Simon Doyle. Could there have been any other way for you to achieve your goals
without resorting to murder? Explore his motivations and alternatives he might have had.

6) What role does wealth and class play in the motives of various characters? Give at least 2
examples.

Discuss how Christie plays with appearance versus
reality. Choose two characters and show how their image changes over time.

8) Which minor character had the greatest impact on the story in your opinion? Justify your choice.
How would the story change if this character were removed?

9) Examine the theme of love in the novel. What types of love are portrayed, and what are their
consequences? Compare at least two couples.

10) Poirot claims that he “hates murder”. Do his actions throughout the novel support this
statement?Does he always act morally or just logically?

11) How does Christie build suspense in the novel?Analyze at least two narrative techniques she uses.
Consider pacing, red herrings, structure or limited perspectives.

12) If you were to retell Death on the Nile from another character's point of view, whose would you
choose and why?What would change in the tone or information revealed?

13) Discuss the role of female characters in the novel. Are they portrayed as strong, manipulative,
victimized or something else? Support your view with 2-3 specific examples.

14) Imagine a modern adaptation of Death on the Nile. Which changes would you make to the
characters or setting, and why? Consider technology, social dynamics or legal systems.

15) Agatha Christie often said she wanted her readers to be “fairly” fooled. Do you think she was fair
in Death on the Nile? Were there enough clues for the reader to solve the crime?
