ABSTRACT

The dissertation is the result of a comprehensive scholarly study of the emergence,
development, and activities of Jewish associations in Bukovyna in the second half of the
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, examined through the prism of social
transformations taking place in the region.

The relevance of the study is determined by the lack of in-depth research on this
topic. In the contemporary context, its significance is further reinforced by the anticipated
intensification of nation-building processes under the influence of new global and local
impulses, as well as by the need to strengthen the capacity of civil society structures in
Ukraine and other democratic countries to resist the growth of authoritarian tendencies
and the advance of dictatorial regimes, a vivid example of which is the putin regime in

the russian federation.
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The scientific novelty of the work, which is based on a substantial body of sources,
most of which are introduced into scholarly circulation for the first time, lies in the
author’s conceptualization of the entire set of voluntary Jewish associations in Austrian-
ruled Bukovyna as elements of an open-type social system. This system was intended to
ensure the survival of the region’s Jewish community amid heightened ethno-social,
ethno-political, and ethno-cultural turbulence caused by the dismantling of feudal
relations, the erosion of traditional estate-based state structures, and the processes of
modern society formation within the Habsburg Empire.

The dissertation consists of an introduction, four chapters divided into eleven
subchapters, conclusions, and a reference list.

The first chapter analyzes the historiography and source base of the problem and
outlines the theoretical and methodological foundations of the study. Based on a
retrospective analysis of scholarly contributions from different historical periods, it notes
the absence of comprehensive research in both domestic and foreign historiography
devoted to Jewish social issues in Bukovyna during the Austrian period. The chapter also
identifies certain erroneous and outdated approaches in the works of individual historians,
particularly in their assessment of the interethnic situation of the period under study and
its influence on the behavior of the Jewish ethno-religious community. In working with
the source base, which constitutes the empirical foundation of the research, emphasis is
placed on its capacity to provide an objective representation of the issue examined.
Considerable attention is given to the research methodology, which is grounded in general
scientific and specific historical methods, as well as the principles of scientific objectivity,
historicism, comprehensiveness, systematicity, and a dialectical understanding of the
nature of events and phenomena. At the same time, the study demonstrates the relevance
of applying methodological tools and conceptual frameworks from other disciplines,
including sociology, general systems theory, and social network theory. This
interdisciplinary approach allowed not only a comprehensive examination of the research
problem but also the formulation and substantiation of several key conclusions: namely,
that the emergence and activities of voluntary, nationality-based associations in the form

of societies reflected the process of nation-building among the Jews of the region; that
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the Jewish social movement constituted a self-organized system of diverse associations
aimed at supporting the viability of the Jewish ethno-national community; and that the
activities of these societies contributed to the development of the national movement as
the highest stage of nation-building, encompassing national consolidation and the
formation of national-political aspirations.

The second chapter examines the causes and preconditions for the intensification
of self-organization processes among the Jewish population of Bukovyna during the
period under study. Based on an analysis of the legal and socio-economic situation, as
well as the spiritual and cultural life of Bukovyna’s Jews, it is concluded that, despite
notable progress in the legal emancipation of Jewish subjects within the Habsburg Empire
and a general improvement in the economic conditions of the region’s Jewish population,
the Jewish community still faced significant challenges. Social instability among a
substantial portion of the population, the disregard of their national rights and interests
by both central and local authorities, and the acceleration of assimilation processes, which
threatened the community’s internal cohesion and ethno-national identity, were key
factors that prompted the emergence of public initiatives, independent of the state and
Jewish religious self-government, in the form of voluntary associations.

The third chapter is devoted to the analysis of the characteristics and dynamics of
the institutionalization of the Jewish association movement in Bukovyna. It examines the
immediate causes of the emergence of the first Jewish associations, their organizational
structure, and functional orientation. Particular attention is given to the positive changes
in Austrian legislation regarding the establishment and activities of associations, which,
to some extent, facilitated and streamlined the procedures for creating and registering
public organizations.

Based on an analysis of the statutes of Jewish associations from the 1860s—1870s,
most of which were located in Austrian archives, the “typical” organizational structure,
management mechanisms, and principles of statutory activity were reconstructed. With
the emergence of associations in the late 1870s—1880s that directed their efforts toward
the Jewish community in Bukovyna, an organized association movement began,

characterized by both quantitative growth and qualitative development. Using the
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criterion of “goals and objectives of the organization,” the body of Jewish associations
was divided into four groups: charitable, religious, cultural-educational, and a fourth
group encompassing other types of associations. This classification not only highlighted
the specific features of the associations in each group and identified the main areas of
their activity but also traced the growth in their number during the period under study.

Considering the above, the largest group identified was the charitable associations,
whose primary purpose was to provide social support to members of the Jewish
community. Somewhat smaller, yet still numerous, were the groups of religious and
cultural-educational societies. It is worth noting that the number of these associations
increased particularly rapidly at the beginning of the twentieth century. The last group,
noticeably smaller, included the remaining associations. This group also encompassed the
first political societies, whose emergence marked the beginning of the culminating stage
of the Jewish national movement in Bukovyna and served as a clear indication of its
programmatic maturity.

The fourth chapter traces the outcomes of the practical activities of Jewish
associations, primarily in the areas of revival and development of Jewish national culture,
the formation of national consciousness, and the defense of national rights. Particular
attention is given to Jewish student societies, which emerged and operated at the Imperial-
Royal Franz Joseph University in Chernivtsi. These societies were at the forefront of the
national awakening of the local Jewish community, contributed to the dissemination of
national ideas, and replenished the national movement with young, nationally conscious
cadres. It is noted that the main efforts of Jewish cultural and educational societies were
directed toward promoting national history, language, literature, music and singing, and
theatrical arts. Significant attention was also devoted to the dissemination of general and
professional education.

In carrying out their activities, Jewish associations were often influenced by two
main, yet opposing, ideological currents of the Jewish national movement: Zionism and
diaspora nationalism. Undoubtedly, this factor negatively affected the development of the
Jewish national cause in Bukovyna, leading to the emergence of several types of loyalties

within the Jewish community and, consequently, to competing political groups that took
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the form of political societies. Given certain features of Austrian legislation at that time,
these societies functioned for a period as political parties, among which the most
influential were the Jewish National Party of Bukovyna and the Jewish People’s Council
of Bukovyna. Both political structures advocated for the national rights of Jews and,
before the First World War, were even represented in the Bukovyna Landtag. They
succeeded in securing de facto recognition of the Jews of the region as a distinct people
and a full-fledged nation. At the same time, at the level of the entire Austro-Hungarian
Empire, their political weight and, consequently, their influence on the central
government’s policies remained limited.

The dissertation concludes with the Conclusions, in which the results of the
research are summarized, and answers to the research questions are outlined.
