The study is devoted to a comprehensive examination of the phenomenon of
post-secular revitalization of religiosity as a regular feature of contemporary
religious life, manifested in the transformation of the public status of religion and
the intensification of its social functionality. The focus is on the vectors of Christian
theological discourse and church-social practices through which the mission of the
Church is reinterpreted in the context of post-secular pluralism, global crises, and
the full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war. The research combines a philosophical and
religious studies analysis of theories of secularization and post-secularity with an
exploration of the axiological orientations of contemporary Christianity and specific

forms of its social ministry (volunteering, military and medical chaplaincy,



humanitarian advocacy, interconfessional solidarity), thereby revealing the
mechanisms of transition from theoretical discourse to living social practice.

The relevance of the study is determined by profound worldview and socio-
cultural transformations of the present, which demonstrate the limitations of the
classical secularization paradigm and the need for a renewed understanding of the
role of religion in the public sphere. In the context of the existential crisis caused by
the war in Ukraine, religious institutions emerge not only as bearers of tradition but
also as active subjects of civil society, shaping a moral infrastructure of solidarity,
strengthening national resilience, and contributing to the decolonization of religious
consciousness. Post-secularity constitutes a context of profound transformation of
the global religious landscape, characterized both by the increasing public visibility
of religion and by its growing functional differentiation. Within this framework,
particular significance is attached to examining the capacity of religious
communities for institutional adaptation, the development of new modes of
engagement with society, and their participation in shaping ethical responses to
contemporary challenges. The analysis of post-secular revitalization of religiosity
makes it possible to understand how Christian theological discourse adapts to new
historical challenges, overcomes isolationism, and acquires a socially responsible
and publicly relevant character, which is significant both for religious studies theory
and for the practice of church-state relations and the development of civil society.

The aim of the dissertation is to conceptualize the post-secular revitalization
of religiosity as a regular feature of contemporary religious existence, realized
through the intensification of the value-solidarity component of Christian
theological discourse and the adaptation of new church-social practices in Ukraine
to global challenges and to the existential context of the full-scale war in Ukraine.
Particular scholarly attention is devoted to identifying the interrelationship between
transformations in theological thought and changes in the practices of the Church’s
social ministry, which makes it possible to conceptualize post-secular revitalization

as an integrated worldview-praxeological process.



To achieve this aim, the dissertation addresses the following research
objectives:

« to systematize the thematic spectrum of sources and scholarly works on the
Issue, determining the level of academic development of the phenomenon of post-
secular revitalization of religiosity;

« to substantiate the methodological and terminological foundations of the
study by clarifying the content of key research categories within the context of post-
secular discourse;

«to conduct a religious and sociological analysis of the transformation of
contemporary religiosity, identifying its new qualitative characteristics under the
conditions of the post-secular turn;

« to analyze philosophical and religious studies approaches to understanding
post-secular processes in contemporary society and culture;

« to reveal the axiological parameters of contemporary Christian discourse and
identify their current semantic connotations in response to modern challenges;

« to investigate the processes of revitalization of the ideals of community in
Christian theology at the turn of the twentieth and twenty-first centuries through the
prism of the ecumenical concept;

.to identify the specific features of the actualization of post-secular
revitalization of religiosity in Ukraine as a space of pluralism and the formation of
civic subjectivity;

«to explicate the place and role of Ukrainian Churches within the value
spectrum of social practices, defining the criteria of their social responsibility and
mission in contemporary conditions.

The set of research objectives constitutes a logically coherent research strategy
aimed at integrating the theoretical analysis of post-secularity with the empirical
examination of contemporary church-based social practices.

The object of the research is the phenomenon of religiosity in the dynamics of
the interrelation between socio-cultural and theological transformations within the

transition from the paradigm of classical secularization to post-secular revitalization.



The subject of the dissertation is the theological-theoretical vectors and
practical-social mechanisms of the realization of Christian witness under conditions
of post-secular pluralism, the anthropological consequences of global crises, and the
Russian-Ukrainian war.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the comprehensive conceptualization
of post-secular revitalization of religiosity as a qualitative transformation of the
functionality of Christianity in a pluralistic society and under the existential
challenges of war. For the first time, the dependence of the social and missionary
vitality of a religious institution on the systematic character of its value-solidarity
practices has been substantiated; the praxeological features of a consolidating type
of religious communication in a situation of national crisis have been revealed; and
the Ukrainian specificity of post-secular processes as a space for the formation of
civic subjectivity of the Churches has been explicated. The theoretical model of
Church-state partnership has been further developed, taking into account the
institutionalization of military and medical chaplaincy; an interpretation of religious
advocacy as a form of “diplomacy of witness” has been proposed; and a critical
deconstruction of sacralized neo-imperial ideologemes has been carried out, thereby
expanding the analytical potential of contemporary religious studies and social
theology. The outlined approach deepens the understanding of the role of religious
actors in processes of social consolidation, particularly through the development of
new models of public theology oriented toward dialogue, responsibility, and
solidarity.

The research employs a complex of general scientific and specialized religious
studies methods, ensuring the interdisciplinary character of the analysis. The
systemic and socio-functional approaches made it possible to consider religiosity as
a dynamic subsystem of society and to trace the interrelation between theological
discourse and specific church-social practices. Hermeneutic, phenomenological,
historical-genetic, and comparative methods were applied to interpret theological
texts, reconstruct the evolution of secularization theories, and identify the specific

features of the Ukrainian model of post-secular revitalization of religiosity.



The theoretical significance of the study lies in deepening the conceptual
foundations of post-secularism and advancing contemporary ecclesiology and social
theology through an understanding of religion as a factor of public solidarity and
national resilience.

The practical significance of the research consists in the possibility of
applying its results in the sphere of church-state relations, in the development of
military and medical chaplaincy institutions, as well as in educational programs in
religious studies, theology, and social work. Certain provisions of the study may be
applied in the development of strategies for interaction between religious
organizations, state institutions, and civil society in times of crisis.
