ABSTRACT

The study of the specifics of applying the resources and instruments of «soft
power» within the framework of state security policy is conditioned by the need to
understand contemporary norms and the peculiarities of state actor influence in the
post-bipolar era, which is characterised by the internationalisation and hybridisation
of security challenges and threats. Accordingly, the dissertation reveals the
theoretical and conceptual correlation between the phenomenon of «soft power» and
national security and offers an analysis of the use of non-coercive practices of
influence to protect the security interests of the state, using the experience of the
United States as a case study. The dissertation research aims to trace the evolution
of «soft power» as a security instrument of the US and, accordingly, to identify the
main forms, means, and content of American «soft power» policy, as well as the key
trends in its application.

In order to form the basis for analysing the practical foundations of the «soft
power» policy in the security dimension of the state, the first chapter offers an
overview of contemporary theoretical and conceptual approaches to understanding
«soft power», namely the conceptualisation and operationalisation of the concept, a

comparison of realistic, liberal and constructivist approaches to its understanding,



the dichotomy between «soft» and «hard power», as well as an analysis of
contemporary scientific interpretations of the phenomenon of the «attractiveness» of
a state actor, which is central to understanding the ontological foundations of «soft
power». The study also proposes a new interpretation of the concept of «soft power».
It introduces the concept of «soft power potential» to facilitate a more
comprehensive assessment of an actor's ability to effectively implement a policy of
non-coercive influence on other actors in the international arena.

Within the framework of finding possible ways to implement «soft power» in
security policy, based on A. Patalakh's aggregation model of analysing the
interaction of actors in the field of «soft power» policy, the general conceptual
framework for researching «soft power» in the security context of the state is
proposed and elaborated, namely: «soft power» as a component of «smart power»,
identification of the «soft power» of actor A as a threat to actor B, «soft power» as
a means of shaping security discourse and an instrument of securitisation of actor B,
«soft power» as a means of consolidating allied actors, «soft power» of «hard»
behaviour of the applicant actor, as well as competition of «soft power» of rival
actors concerning neutral actors. For a better understanding of the ability of «soft
power» resources and instruments to solve the security tasks of the applicant actor,
the study operationalises and reveals the functions of «soft power» and its main
instrument — public diplomacy — based on a differential approach to analysing the
potential of large and small states. As part of the theoretical and conceptual analysis,
the study proposes behavioural strategies for the applicant actor towards the
recipient within the framework of their «soft» interaction, which are differentiated
depending on the motives, interests, and tasks of the applicant actor, as well as the
nature of bilateral relations with the recipient actor. In addition, the main approaches
to the public diplomacy operationalisation and strategic communication strategies of

the applicant actor are considered, based on its security interests. Given the lack of



previous comprehensive studies on the chosen topic, the study identifies the main
potential manifestations of «soft power» policy in the physical and information-
psychological dimensions, and, accordingly, their potential effects. The presented
differentiation allows for a more comprehensive study of the actor’s behavior both
in peacetime and in the context of conducting a hyprid war with a recipient actor.
In the practical part of the dissertation, which examines the specifics of US
«soft power» policy through the lens of security interests, the essential aspects of the
hegemon’s «soft power» are first revealed, considering trends in interstate relations
in the post-bipolar era. In addition to the institutional foundations of US «soft
powery, its characteristics, functions and sources are identified, given the potential
and role of the state on the world stage. Revealing the security functions of US «soft
power», the study offers a chronological overview of the main principles of «soft»
policy, considering the security interests and immediate tasks identified as relevant
by one administration or another. It has been determined that the main turning point
in the understanding of «soft» resources and instruments in the security sphere was
the end of the Cold War, in which «soft power» served as a means of spreading
democratic values primarily through cultural exports and cultural diplomacy
practices and affirming the status quo of American leadership as one of the defined
principles of US national security. The second key period is the period of the «war
on terror», in which «soft power» is seen primarily as a means of legitimising foreign
policy decisions, in particular acts of «hard power». The third period in the evolution
of US «soft power» is the period of growth in the ‘soft’ potential of rival actors, in
particular Russia and China, and, accordingly, the growth of a competitive
environment in the international arena in the context of the formation of
interpretative systems and influence on the norms of international interaction. The
study conducted a content analysis of key US security documents, namely post-

bipolar national security strategies, intending to gain a deeper understanding of the



essence, means and priorities of «soft power» policy in the security sphere. The main
task of the content analysis was to study the mention of certain resources, tools, and
practices that are characteristic of a hegemonic actor in the context of foreign policy
influence. The analysis identified several key trends in the use of «soft power»: a
strong emphasis on the moral and value-based justification of foreign policy, the
need to consolidate partner and allied actors based on a shared value paradigm to
establish collective security, and the use of «soft» instruments and resources in
response to US image and reputational losses.

Given that the effectiveness of «soft power» can be traced within the
framework of specific interactions between the applicant actor and the recipient, the
study presents case studies of «soft» interactions between the US and rival actors
such as China and Russia. Based on problem-oriented and chronological approaches,
the analysis identifies the main advantages and disadvantages of the US non-
coercive influence on the selected recipient actors and highlights the primary
challenges in formulating effective «soft power» strategies. Considering the
specifics of the perception of the US by the internal audience of recipient actors, the
study offers the main opportunities for further «soft influence» within the framework
of a SWOT analysis, which considers interaction with neutral actors and US partner
actors. Within the framework of the study of specific cases of the application of ‘soft
power’ to rival actors in the context of propaganda confrontation, the main non-
traditional means of delegitimising a rival, such as securitisation, negative «soft
power» and «negative watchy, are revealed.

In addition, the study presents the evolution of the perception of the US by an
ally actor, namely Germany. By tracing the main trends in the «soft» interaction of
the applicant actor with both the political elites and the German population, the main
ways to improve the image and reputation of the US are formulated. Within the

framework of a case study and SWOT analysis, it was determined that the main task



for further effective interaction and achieving the results expected by the US is a
detailed study of the local audience, identification of the main sources of anti-
Americanism and the sources that reinforce this phenomenon, as well as finding
new, non-traditional forms of interaction with local audiences that are not based on
the principle of domination and subordination.

In the concluding part of the dissertation, the main trends, as well as the
advantages and disadvantages of US «soft power» policy as a security instrument,
are revealed. It is argued that, despite the substantial global predominance of US
potential and the inability of rival actors to compete with the US in the realm of
global non-coercive influence, there is currently a significant crisis of US «soft
power». This crisis primarily stems from domestic political instability and the
broader crisis of the liberal world order. Based on the analysis of problematic aspects
of US «soft power» policy, the study proposes possible ways to strengthen «soft
power» within the state’s security system, considering its institutional, strategic, and
interstate dimensions of implementation.
