References to scientific literature in the text are given in the following format: (Boychuk, 2023, p. 34) - 

author, year and page. References to several scientific publications are given simultaneously as follows: 

(Boychuk, Lisovyi (2023)). 

The bibliographic list in the original language is should be with 1 space, 14 pt, in alphabetical order and is 

submitted after the text of the article under the heading: "LITERATURE". 

The list of used sources must meet the requirements of the international APA (American Psychological 

Association) style:
