The dissertation provides a theoretical generalization and proposes a new
solution to the scientific and practical problem aimed at studying the subjective
perception and identification of historical-geographical lands (Galicia, Volhynia,
Bukovyna, Zakarpattia) under conditions of decentralization reforms, large-scale
migration movements, and war resulting from the Russian aggression.

The scientific research on this topic was carried out during 2022—2026 in
accordance with the research plans of the Department of Geography of Ukraine and

Regional Studies of the Faculty of Geography at Yuriy Fedkovych Chernivtsi



National University. It was conducted within the departmental research theme
"Spatial Planning and Transformational Processes of Regional Development of the
Carpathian-Podilian Oblasts of Ukraine" (state registration No. 0121U100332).

The relevance of the topic is conditioned by modern transformations in the
socio-geographical space of Ukraine, particularly the administrative-territorial
reforms that are accompanied by changes in the identification and perception of
space by the population. Traditional administrative boundaries often do not coincide
with the mental images of territories existing in the collective consciousness,
especially in polyethnic and historically multinational regions. The military
aggression of the Russian Federation and mass displacement of the population
(internally displaced persons) have created new conditions for the transformation of
regional identities, which require scientific understanding using the tools of
perceptual geography. At the same time, the population of the western regions of
Ukraine demonstrates the highest level of national consciousness and patriotism,
which affects the perception of historical-geographical lands.

The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact that, based on empirical data,
for the first time the interaction of "old" and "new" spatial regional identities has
been established, the phenomenon of transitional (hybrid) identities has been
identified, mechanisms of the formation of mental images of historical-geographical
lands have been described, and a typology of phantom borders has been determined.
A methodology of perceptual-spatial analysis that combines perceptual-
geographical surveys, mental mapping, geoinformation models, and statistical
methods has been proposed. It has been revealed that "old" identities possess
significant resilience but are constantly transformed and include "subtle" elements,
forming hybrid territorial identities. It has been shown that administrative planning
oriented towards these hybrid identities contributes to the successful implementation
of the decentralization reform in Ukraine.

The primary materials for the study were empirically collected data obtained
during the author’s perceptual-geographical survey "Spatial Perception and Cultural
Identity of the Population of the Western Regions of Ukraine: A Sociological Study



of Regional Self-ldentification”. The survey was conducted on the LimeSurvey
platform and included 47 questions structured into blocks: regional affiliation,
language practices, cultural traditions, spatial representations, and perceptions of
other regions of Ukraine. The use of these data made it possible to overcome the
problem of the deficit of official statistics at the local level, as well as to apply new
methods for studying perceptual perception among the population. Cartographic
data were also used and processed in the GIS packages QGIS and GRASS GIS;
additionally, a map of the Contiguous Ukrainian Ethnic Territory (CUET) was
created to display the historical-geographical lands.

The theoretical significance of this study lies in the fact that the proposed
refined methodology of comprehensive socio-geographical research of social
infrastructure, which integrate both traditional and modern research methods of
inquiry, can be applied in analogous studies in other regions of Ukraine and abroad.

The practical significance of the dissertation lies in the potential application
of its results during the development of strategies for the western regions of Ukraine,
tourist-recreational development plans for historical lands, and programmes for the
preservation of cultural heritage. Recommendations have been developed
concerning the consideration of perceptual-spatial features in the delineation of
community boundaries, the development of tourist routes, and the promotion of
historical-geographical brands.

In the first chapter, "Theoretical and Methodological Aspects of Research on
Perceptual-Spatial Identification of Historical-Geographical Lands,"” the essence of
perceptual-spatial studies within the context of perceptual geography is examined,
and the peculiarities of the development of perceptual-geographical research in
domestic and foreign science are analyzed. The concepts of region, territorial
identity, and mental mapping are examined. It has been established that historical
regions are characterized by socio-cultural unity, which may have ethnic, linguistic,
or administrative origins. It is emphasized that the modern administrative structure
of Ukraine, partly inherited from the Soviet era, often disregards the boundaries of

historical lands, giving rise to the phenomenon of "phantom™ borders. The



methodology of scientific research into the perceptual perception of historical-
geographical lands has been substantiated, encompassing mental mapping, surveys,
quantitative and cartographic analyses, and the use of geographic information
systems. Particular attention is devoted to the concept of territorial identity,
interpreted as a complex of individual or collective perceptions and emotional
connections with a particular territory.

In the second chapter, "Factors of Formation of Historical-Geographical
Lands and Their Perceptual Perception” a historical-geographical regionalization of
the western regions of Ukraine is conducted, and the roles of natural-geographical,
historical-cultural, and socio-geographical factors in the formation of Galicia,
Volhynia, Podilia, Bukovyna, and Zakarpattia are examined. The influence of
natural conditions and landscape structure on the formation of the population's
spatial identity is analyzed. Historical-cultural factors in the formation of regional
identity are analyzed, including ethnographic, confessional, and linguistic features
of each land. Based on the analysis of socio-geographical factors, the modern
perception of regional boundaries is examined, demonstrating that the boundaries of
traditional lands often do not coincide with modern administrative borders;
consequently, phantom lines that divide space persist in public consciousness. It is
shown that Western Ukraine is characterized by a high level of national
consciousness and patriotism, which determines the degree of attachment to
historical lands.

The third chapter, "Perceptual-Spatial Identification of the Historical-
Geographical Lands of Western Ukraine," examines the mental images of historical-
geographical lands in the consciousness of the population and analyzes the perceived
regional boundaries based on subjective spatial mapping. It has been established that
the majority of respondents identify themselves with both historical lands and
contemporary administrative communities and districts, which contributes to the
formation of hybrid territorial images. Spatial stereotypesand region-specific
identities have been identified. A comparative analysis of the correlation between

perceived, objective, and historical boundaries of regions has been conducted,



making it possible to identify zones of "blurred boundaries” and competing
identities. Using GIS modelling, cartographic models have been developed to reflect
areas with the highest concentration of hybrid identities, as well as "phantom"
borders that influence spatial perception among the population.

The fourth chapter, "Empirical Study of Population Perception of Historical-
Geographical Lands (Based on a Perceptual-Geographical Survey),” presents the
methodology for organizing a perceptual survey of the population of the western
regions and the results of its implementation. The survey covered 1,458 respondents
across eight oblasts: Lviv, lvano-Frankivsk, Ternopil, Zakarpattia, Chernivtsi,
Volyn, Rivne, and Khmelnytskyi. The results of the perceptual survey for each
region are analyzed in detail, enabling the identification of regional specificities in
the perception of historical-geographical lands. Factors influencing the variability of
respondents "answers have been identified, including age, level of education, place
of residence, migration experience, and the impact of the full-scale war. It has been
established that transformations of perceptual identities occur under the influence of
decentralization, interregional migration, and the relocation of internally displaced
persons. A typology of historical-geographical lands has been developed according
to the degree of stability of their mental boundaries and the level of transformation
of their functional roles.

The results of the dissertation research have shown that the perceptual-spatial
identification of the historical-geographical lands of the western regions of Ukraine
is a complex, multi-level process in which historical memory, cultural and ethnic
characteristics, contemporary administrative-territorial transformations, migration
movements of the population, and the impact of wartime events are intertwined. It
has been established that historical-geographical lands retain considerable stability
in the public consciousness of the population; however, their mental images and
perceived boundaries are gradually transforming under the influence of new socio-
political realities, giving rise to hybrid spatial identities and zones of “blurred” or
phantom borders. The methodology proposed in the study, which combines

perceptual-geographical surveying, mental mapping, statistical analysis, and



geoinformation modeling, made it possible not only to identify the specific features
of how the population perceives Galicia, Volhynia, Bukovyna, Bessarabia, and
Transcarpathia, but also to substantiate the practical importance of taking these
features into account in regional planning, the development of the tourism and
recreational sector, the preservation of cultural heritage, and the formation of an
effective spatial development policy for the western regions of Ukraine.
